WATER CONSERVATION...
“Reviewing the Basics”

Spring is right around the corner and you may be starting new
gardening projects with the nice sunny weather. Water is one
of our most important natural resources; the City of Modesto is
focused on reviewing the fundamentals of water conservation.

“Reviewing the Basics:”

1. Use water-conserving plants. Choose plants that are
naturally adapted to our region’s conditions.

2. Group plants wisely. Place thirsty plants together and
drought resistant plants elsewhere.

3. Limit turf areas. A lawn requires more irrigation than
almost any other landscape feature.

4. Irrigate efficiently. Make sure your watering practices and
devices are as efficient as possible.

5. Improve your soil. Routinely cultivate your soil, incorporating
organic matter such as compost.

6. Mulch. Apply a layer of organic matter over soil around plants.

7. Control weeds. They absorb water needed by desirable plants.

8. Keep plants healthy. If they are robust, they will be able
to withstand dry periods.

9. Care for container plants. Group containers so they shade
one another.

10. Follow the year-round watering schedule as shown below:
